Exam Fee for The College Board 
$72.00 per exam payable by Debit or Credit card only. 
(Visa or MasterCard ) NO CHECKS OR CASH 
ACCEPTED.   

Administration Fee for HCC 
$25.00 per exam, minimally two weeks prior to test 
date, is non-refundable and due when registering – 
MONEY ORDERS ONLY.  NO CHECKS OR 
CASH ACCEPTED. Essays are extra. 

*Optional Essay Fee of $10. 
The essay is a separate exam; therefore, the optional 
essay will also extend the test time an additional two 
hours. Scores may take up to four-six weeks to be 
delivered.   

Military Personnel 
CLEP Exam Fee waived but administrator fee of $25. 
still applies. Must present military ID and a second 
form of government-issued, photo ID (such as driver's 
license or passport).   

There is a $30.00 fee for each exam missed or 
rescheduled. 

 
 
Exam & Essays 
Each examination takes about two hours. All exams are 
multiple-choice and administered on the computer. You 
will receive scores immediately after testing (except 
English Composition with Essay). Exams including an 
essay will take an additional 90 minutes and sent for 
scoring and can take up to four-six weeks for results.
